What is it?

Saddleback Church in California.  The program helps people to 
deal with hurts and wounds that leave them unable to live as God 
intended.  It is a biblical and balanced program for recovery from 
life's hurts, wounds, and troubles, that points people to Jesus Christ 
the Savior, and helps them grow toward Christ-like maturity.  Rick 
discovered that key principles of recovery are given by Christ in the 
Sermon on the Mount.  He says seven things make it unique: 
  
1. It is based on God's Word, the Bible (specifically, the 

Beatitudes). 
2. It is forward-looking (not wallowing in the past). 
3. It emphasizes personal responsibility and choices (not 

victimization). 
4. It emphasizes spiritual commitment to Jesus Christ. (Everybody 

needs Jesus, especially for lasting recovery!) 
5. It utilizes the biblical truth that we need each other in order to 

grow spiritually and emotionally. 
6. It addresses all types of habits, hurts, and hang-ups. 

(Procrastination, anyone?  Overspending? Control? 
Perfectionism? Guilt? Anger?) 

7. It is a leadership factory. (People get healed in Christ and move 
on into ministry!) 

  
Pastor Warren has seen literally thousands of lives transformed 
through this ministry that puts people in touch with Christ's power 
to change lives.  What do you suppose God wants to do for those 
that attend or need to attend. And let's each one participate and 
support it as God leads.  Here's to transformed lives in 2011!

As you are sitting down to read this, do you hear a little voice in the back of your head mumbling something about 
spending too much on Christmas gifts this year? I know it’s a concern around our house. Of course, we say that every 
year. I wonder, though, if there isn’ t a different lesson this can remind us of? 
 
At the end of the month we’ ll gather for our annual meeting where, among other things, we’ ll vote on our budget for 
2012. Perhaps our recent spending spree for Christmas can remind us that there is a cost to everything. As we tune our 
ears to voice of God we hear our call to ministry, from there leaders in the congregation begin to make plans as to how 
we might live into our calling. As it turns out there is a cost to ministry and consequently, among other things, we have a 
budget. When we prepare to do ministry we discover that we need to pay for it in one of three ways.  We pay for it either 
with money, time, or the consequences of not doing it. 
 
In an ideal world we would all be independently wealthy allowing us the free time to volunteer all of the time needed to 
make the church function and the culture would so embrace the church that the congregation would not need to pay 
utilities or any of its other expenses. As we well know, this is not reality and so we find that we need to pay staff to do 
certain planning and tasks. We have other bills to pay as well, so consequently, we need money to cover all of these 
expenses. If you are somebody that helps pay for ministry with your money and we haven’ t told you lately, let me say 
now, “Thank You!”  
 
Despite our crazy schedules there still remain things that can be tended to by volunteers. Things like hospitality on 
Sunday mornings immediately come to mind. This includes greeting people at the door with a warm smile and a 
handshake to making sure the treat table is well stocked following each service. We also have people who pay with their 
time to care for our property as well as our youngest members by helping with Sunday School or Youth Group activities. 
If you are somebody that helps pay for ministry with your time and we haven’ t told you lately, let me say now, “Thank 
You!”  
 
Sometimes, still, despite our best efforts we simply cannot pay for certain things. In some cases that might actually be a 
good thing. One of my favorite book titles is, “Sacred Cows Make Gourmet Burgers”  (I haven’ t actually read the book, 
but I LOVE the title). In some cases it is a steep cost because someone among the least, the lost, the last, or the lonely is 
not cared for in a way that God might be calling us to care for them and that hurts. Please remember, though, that we 
certainly can’ t help/save everybody, nor are we expected to. However, I do think this concept calls us to be particularly 
attentive to listening to God’s voice as to where we are being called and make that our priority. At this point in our 
history that means we are about transforming lives through Christ-centered community. 
 
So, as we prepare for our annual meeting to celebrate our ministry over this past year and look ahead to the coming year, 
I would like to ask you, “How do you intend to pay for the ministry we are called to in 2012?”

 About the time we get through Christmas and are 
sorting through our gifts looking for places to store them, 
we say to ourselves, “ I really don’ t need so much stuff.  
This year I’m going to get rid of some of this stuff.”    Or 
for some of us it’ s around New Year’s when we first get the 
courage to step on the scale again.  We’re often overheard 
saying, “This year I’m going to eat healthier and exercise.  
I’m going on a diet!”   We make promises to ourselves with 
good intentions.  Some of these resolutions stick for the 
year; others a month, and yet other resolutions are broken 
within the day. 
 I find that more often than not, we cannot do this 
alone.  We have great intentions, but those last few 
Christmas cookies look so good.  Our intentions only carry 
us so far; we need support.  We will look to weight loss 
programs or 10 step help books for encouragement.  Or we 
depend on our friends and family to keep us accountable.  
But how often do you turn to God or your church family for 
the support you need in living well? 
 In John 4, we hear the story of the woman at the 
well.  By cultural standards this woman is not living well.  
In fact Jesus should not even be talking with her, but he 
sees what she lacks.  He sees that she is living in ways that 
do not give her life and with that Jesus offers her living 
water.  Jesus says, “Everyone who drinks of this water will 
be thirsty again, but those who drink of the water that I will 
give them will never be thirsty.”   (John 4:13) 
 God has something to offer us.  Something more 
than what can be gained from weight loss plans and self 
help books.  God gives us life and shows us how to live that 
life well.  Actually God is concerned with our well-being in 
all aspects of life: intellectual, social, emotional, physical, 
financial and vocational.  You might think that I have 
forgotten the most important one: spiritual.  The truth of the 
matter is that our spiritual life will suffer unless the other 
aspects of our life are somewhat balanced.  Wholeness 
comes for us when we give attention to all of our needs, so 
that in return we can give all of our self back to God.  This 
is living well.  Beginning on January 15, we will be 
preaching about the many aspects of “ living well.”   We 
hope that you will join in this conversation of “ living well”  
as we think together about what it means to use what God 
has given us to live well.

This plan will get you through the New Testament in 5 days 
a week, 5 minutes a day.  You will be able to read the 
complete New Testament by reading one chapter each day 
focusing on Jesus’  ministry and the church.  Find a time and 
a place to spend time with God’s word each day.  By the end 
of the year you will have a comprehensive look of the New 
Testament that will guide and direct you in your daily life.   
 
5 minutes a day  
If you’re not currently reading the Bible, start with 5 minutes  
a day. This reading plan will take you through all 260 
chapters of the New Testament, one chapter per day. The 
gospels are read throughout the year to keep the story of 
Jesus fresh all year.  
      
5 days a week  
Determine a time and location to spend 5 minutes a day for 5 
days a week. It is best to have a consistent time and a quiet 
place where you can regularly meet with the Lord. 
 
5 ways to dig deeper   
We must pause in our reading to dig into the Bible.  Below 
are 5 di� erent ways to dig deeper each day. These exercises 
will encourage meditation. We recommend trying a single 
idea for a week to � nd what works best for you. Remember 
to keep a pen and paper ready to capture God’s insights.  
 
1.  Underline or highlight key words or phrases in the Bible 
passage. Use a pen or highlighter to mark new discoveries 
from the text. Periodically review your markings to see what 
God is teaching you.       
 
2.  Put it into your own words. Read the passage or verse 
slowly, then rewrite each phrase or sentence using your own 
words. 
 
3.   Ask and answer some questions. Questions unlock new 
discoveries and meanings. Ask questions about the passage 
using these words: who, what, why, when, where, or how. 
Jot down some thoughts on how you would answer these 
questions. 
 
4.  Capture the big idea. God’s Word communicates big 
ideas. Periodically ask, What’s the big idea in this sentence, 
paragraph, or chapter? 

 
5.   Personalize the meaning. When God speaks to us 
through the Scriptures, we must respond. A helpful habit 
is personalizing the Bible through application.  
 
Ask: How could my life be di� erent today as I respond to 
what I’m reading? 
 
Using the plan 
Each week you will read for 5 days.  This plan allows you 
to use the other days as “catch up”  days or as a time to 
reflect on the past weeks readings and dig a little deeper!
