This conference will focus on the 

recommendations given to us by the Church Doctors.  
We will review what has been completed, those 
recommendations yet to be completed, and  
possibly those that do not fit the direction of English 
Lutheran Church at this time.  Come hear about what 
has been going on with other ministries within  
English Lutheran as many have been very 
busy.  

In order to keep you better informed, the church council 
has committed to providing the congregation regular 
updates through various means; Cross Beams, church 
bulletin, our website and announcements at worship.  If 
there are other ways in which we can keep you informed, 
please let us know. 
 
Our  budget situation has received considerable 
attention over  the past months and we have received 
various questions that we want you to be aware of and 
how they are being addressed.   Our current budget deficit 
continues to grow since actual giving income remains 
behind our estimated giving that our Maintenance Budget 
is based upon.  This deficit has been handled over the 
years by borrowing from ourselves.  What this means is 
that when there is a shortfall in the budget overall and 
there are balances in various Dedicated Line Items that 
money is used to cover our operating deficit.  This can go 
on as long as the balance in the Dedicated Funds exceeds 
what is being used.  This has been done for a number of 
years  when our budgeted income hasn’ t  been achieved 
in relation to our budgeted expenses.   
 
As of the February Treasury Report, we are covering our 
$25K deficit with about 50 percent of our dedicated 
funds.  Recently some of our expenses were deferred in 
February but have already been paid in March. This will 
add to the deficit.  Therefore, if our current income 
shortfall continues our deficit will exceed our Dedicated 
Funds, meaning we will no longer be able to temporarily 
cover our deficit and we will have to borrow money to 
cover our operating expenses. 
 
What is the council doing about this?  On March 15, 
the council reviewed the current budget as of the end of 
February.  Various options are being considered; a special 
joint Council and Finance Committee meeting is 
scheduled for March 29.  These options will be discussed, 
proposals considered and a decision will be made on an 
action plan to address the budget shortfall.   One option 
could be a focused stewardship campaign to reduce the 
deficit.  Other options could include not staffing an 
Associate Pastor position, reducing other staff positions 
and eliminating some functions.  All of the input received 
from the congregation during the budget review meetings 
held in January will be considered.  If you have additional 
input, please let your council members know. 
 
Other  related questions we have received include: 
·   “ What about the additional offers of stewardship 

gifts received when the Ministry Growth Budget 
was being considered?”  If you had submitted an 
additional offer of stewardship for the Ministry 
Growth Budget, you are not obligated to fulfill that 
offer since the Ministry Growth Budget was not 

approved.  However, if you choose to fulfill that offer 
to address the deficit and budgeted income shortfall, 
your gifts will be considered a blessing. 

   
·   “ What happens to the items included in the 

Ministry Growth Budget?”  Items that were included 
in the Ministry Growth Budget are “off the table”  and 
if still valid could be considered in the budget next 
year for 2012. 

·   “ What about revising how the General Fund and 
Building Fund is repor ted and move the mor tgage 
payments into the General Fund?”   The Finance 
Committee has been looking at how the General Fund 
and Building Fund stewardship can be changed to 
better fund, communicate and report the mortgage 
payments as we do the General Fund expenses.  This 
will be a topic for discussion and decision at our 
March 29  joint meeting. 

 
Soon the Call Committee will be interviewing 
candidates for Senior Pastor.  It is important that we can 
effectively, realistically and most importantly positively 
convey our congregation’s financial health to prospective 
candidates.  At this time your prayerful consideration for 
our financial future to maintain the health, vitality and 
caring spirit of English Lutheran Church is very 
important.

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I’d like to thank all of you who participated in the 
budget review meetings and the annual meeting in 
January.  I was very glad to see how many really 
engaged in the process, showing that you care about the 
church and its future. (That, by the way, was the day 
my mother went into the hospital with atrial fibrillation 
which caused a stroke that Wednesday and her death 
that Friday.  The month of February sort of disappeared 
into the mist for me, with her funeral and all the things 
to be taken care of.  Thank you for your support and 
care during that time!) 
 
The decision on the two budget options was decided by 
only a few votes, and in favor of the more conservative 
“maintenance budget” , as we dubbed it,  rather than the 
“ministry growth budget” .   It may well be that the 
Spirit is saying to us, “ I do indeed want you to plan and 
prepare for growth in ministry, but this year is a year to 
strengthen your position, in preparation for the next 
stretch.”   It brings to my mind the text from Isaiah 54, 
in which God is speaking to an Israel which is 
lamenting its desolate situation after the exile.  But God 
sees into the future, and knows what He will do, and 
He says, “Enlarge the place of your tent, and let the 
curtains of your habitations be stretched out; hold not 
back, lengthen your cords and strengthen your stakes.  
For you will spread abroad to the right and to the left, 
and your descendants will possess the nations….”   In 
other words, while you may be tempted to despair over 
current difficulties, God is saying that we should get 
ready to welcome and disciple more people that He will 
draw to Jesus in the coming years.  We need to prepare 
with that in mind. 
 
To strengthen our position, I would encourage that we 
take advantage of this year with a conservative budget 
to work to decrease our debt and to improve our 
stewardship, to get ahead rather than allowing 
ourselves to fall behind.  Your council and finance 
committee are working on plans to do this, and I ask 
your prayers for them and for the whole congregation 
to be responsive to this task and goal.  I hope that you 
will commit yourselves to finish this year in a stronger 
position, ready to work with a new pastor in planning 
for growth in ministry in the next years, with a sound 
financial and faith base. 

In the meantime... 

Al-Anon continues to meet in the Upper 
Annex classrooms here at English 
Lutheran Church.  The Al-Anon Family 
Groups are a fellowship of relatives and 
friends of alcoholics who share their  
experience, strength and hope in order to 
solve their common problems.  We 
believe alcoholism is a family illness 
and that changed attitudes can aid  
recovery.  The Al-Anon program is 

based on the Twelve Steps (adapted from Alcoholics 
Anonymous) which we try, little by little, one day at a 
time, to apply to our lives along with our slogans and the 
Serenity Prayer.  The loving interchange of help between 
members and daily reading of Al-Anon literature makes 
us ready to receive the priceless gift of serenity.  Al-
Anon’s one purpose is to help families of alcoholics.

 Some of the suggestions for doing this included using 
more volunteers, which isn’ t as easy as it sounds when 
everyone seems to have very busy lives.  But please 
watch for upcoming announcements about places in 
which we need volunteers, whether to economize, or 
whether to strengthen a ministry, or both.  And as some 
areas of volunteer help require a lot of coordination and 
communication, we will likely need to find those who 
are willing to be volunteer coordinators for an area.  
Please begin to pray about your willingness to be of 
service in a new way, and stay tuned for specifics in the 
near future. 
 
While we work to strengthen finances, we also need to 
be mindful of strengthening the ties between people that 
help to hold the Church together and enable its ministry.  
I would like to call on some of you to become involved 
in caring for others in the congregation, and others to 
help make circles in which people can feel welcomed 
and begin to find their place in our fellowship and our 
ministries.  There is work to do to prepare the barns for 
the harvest that the Spirit is planning!  Please pray that 
God will guide us as we plan and work on 
accomplishing these things.  Thank you.

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An Easter Message  
 from Bishop Pederson 
 

“Now the green blade rises from the buried grain, 
Wheat that in the dark earth many years has lain; 

Love lives again, that with the dead has been; 
Love is come again like wheat that springs up green.”  

[Evangelical Lutheran Worship, No. 379] 
 
Last fall, after the leaves had 
abandoned the trees, when the 
clouds looked dipped in a dreary 
gray, and the temperature was 
nearly cold enough to make a 

tongue on a pump handle unwise, we planted tulip bulbs 
at our house. That’s not an unusual activity, unless you do 
it with a four-year-old. 

 
Mya eagerly joined me in digging small holes in the soft 
dirt. Occasionally, a worm was discovered and the root of 
a weed pulled. Out of a bag filled with brown, tear-shaped 
orbs, she fetched one bulb after another and poked them 
into the holes. Apparently, the tips of the bulbs are to be 
pointed upward, but who knows which direction Mya 
pressed them into the ground?  Finally, Mya lightly 
packed moist earth over the entire flower bed so that the 
bulbs would rest in their earthen tombs for the long winter 
to come. 
 
As granddaughter and old man (yes, me) worked, we 
talked. Mya knew nothing about flower bulbs, and she 
could not conceive of how “ those round things”  we put in 
the ground were going to sprout into tulips. Nor could 
Mya conceive of the length of time that would pass before 
the bulbs would grow. Next spring might as well have 
been light years in the future. 
 
We’ve now experienced that long winter, and we and all 
of creation await the warmth that will awaken the earth. 
Mya has long forgotten the planted bulbs, even though I 
occasionally speak of them and point to the edge of the 
driveway where a five-foot snow bank covers her 
gardening effort. Buried and gone and forgotten. 
 
A grace moment will take place this spring. When Mya 
sees the tulips push their way up from their wintery 
graves to embrace the spring air and burst forth in color, 
we will not only talk about bulbs and tulips, we will also 
talk about Easter, about death and life, about Jesus, love, 
and hope.  It will be time for resurrection talk. 
 
Mya is now five, and I have no doubt that she will grasp 
the mystery and wonder of life rising from the earth in 
ways adults cannot.  Seeds of faith will be planted within

It is a biblical and 
balanced program for recovery from life's hurts, wounds, 
and troubles, that points people to Jesus Christ the Savior, 
and helps them grow toward Christ-like maturity.  Rick 
discovered that key principles of recovery are given by 
Christ in the Sermon on the Mount.  He says seven things 
make it unique: 

1. It is based on God's Word, the Bible (specifically, the 
Beatitudes). 

2. It is forward-looking (not wallowing in the past). 
3. It emphasizes personal responsibility and choices (not 

victimization). 
4. It emphasizes spiritual commitment to Jesus Christ. 

(Everybody needs Jesus, especially for lasting 
recovery!) 

5. It utilizes the biblical truth that we need each other in 
order to grow spiritually and emotionally. 

6. It addresses all types of habits, hurts, and hang-ups. 
(Procrastination, anyone?  Overspending? Control? 
Perfectionism? Guilt? Anger?) 

7. It is a leadership factory. (People get healed in Christ 
and move on into ministry!)

Preference ends April 15 
and the trip is then opened to all women. 
 
Trip dates: August 14-30 (arrive home August 31)  Trip 
cost is approximately $3,500.  $100 to reserve airplane 
seat is due immediately, refundable until July 30.  Due by 
July 22nd: Remaining airfare - approximately $1835 plus 
cost of travel insurance. Carry to Malawi: $1565 (includes 
$200 personal spending money).

How is our synod involved? 
For ten years the Northwest Synod of Wisconsin has  
prayerfully and financially supported the work of the 
Diakonia Department of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
Malawi. Early on, several years of severe famine in Malawi 
prompted an outpouring of gifts. Donors were moved by 
seeing the images of malnourished children. Everyone was 
affected by hunger. An ELCM staff member told the story of 
a pregnant woman who was very, very hungry. She saw 
another woman with a baby feeding it the last amount of 
porridge she had left. The pregnant woman asked for a little 
bit of the porridge but was told no, it was for the baby. She 
collapsed and died. That’s how bad it was. In the past few 
years, as the country has experienced better harvests, the 
ELCM has been able to focus on food security and 
sustainability and address underlying issues of hunger and 
poverty. Just as ELCA World Hunger uses the multiple 
strategies of relief, development, education, and advocacy, 
so too, does the ELCM. 
 
The “Ten Ways God Has Worked in Ten Years”  is a ten-
week appeal which replaces the quarter offering that has 
been received in former years at the spring synod assembly. 
Congregations are asked to participate in this appeal and 
send offerings to the synod office. Two thirds will be 
directed to Malawi; one-third to ELCA World Hunger 
Appeal. The total received will be announced at the synod 
assembly. What has Diakonia work meant to us in the 
ELCM who are involved in this ministry?

Hello all, 
 
We continue to receive many emails inquiring about our 
status. While I am trying to respond to each message, 
individually, time constraints make that difficult, so my 
deepest apologies if you haven't heard from us recently. 
In light of that, I thought I'd send out a quick note with 
the status of things here. 
 
You may have read some of this on my Facebook page, 
so sorry if it's redundant. For those who aren't connected 
with us via FB, here is a brief update of our situation, 
which remains fluid. 
 
We are still enjoying having Eric and Christie with us, 
despite the circumstances under which they came to be 
with us. The word in Tokyo is that there is some radiation 
in the water and some food items (spinach and milk), so 
it's 'almost a for sure' that Christie will remain here with 
us and deliver her baby (due April 7th) in Kumamoto. She 
has one particular 'pre-existing condition' with her 
pregnancy that makes her even a little more vulnerable to 
the precarious situation. So for the time being, she will 
stay here. Eric, who is an assistant pastor at Tokyo 
Lutheran Church, is still in close communication with 
folks there to see if he could go back for a short interim to 
help out. 
 
Meanwhile, I just got back from a special shopping trip to 
buy food and supplies for the truck from our church that's 
going up north this weekend. 
We are so blessed and look forward to sharing the little 
we can with our brothers and sisters who are in dire need. 
 
The most chilling phrase I've heard recently is that "there 
are not enough living to care for the dead." The numbers 
of dead and missing increase daily, with the most recent 
figure this morning at about 21,000 people. 
Entire families, gone. Children who were in school whose 
parents were working on farms are now orphans. Parents 
who were working inland, bereaved of one or all of their 
kids. It is so very, very sad. Flags are at half mast. 
 
From a logistical perspective of getting supplies to those 
in need, it is still extremely difficult, although two 
highways have now become passable for SDF (Self 
Defense Force) vehicles. The churches in the Sendai area 
are now shelters for those who have lost their homes. The 
preschool children who attend there have all been 
accounted for, but several teachers remain missing. 

 
It continues to be cold, especially in Tohoku, where temps 
fall below zero at night. This is excruciating when there is 
no heat in poorly insulated buildings that are not meant to 
host people for extended periods of time. 
Water and gas are in short supply throughout the entire 
area. I ask you to continue to pray, my friends. Pray for 
the hand of God to reach out through each and every 
survivor to be the support for those who waiver in their 
hope.

Living in Saturday 
 
Saturday of Holy Week is a strange day for the church. 
It’ s sandwiched between Good Friday, when Jesus died 
on the cross, and Easter, when he rose.  
 
Certainly, we know the truth and triumph of the 
resurrection, but until Jesus comes again, we’re living in 
Saturday. The Lamb of God has been sacrificed, and the 
curtain of sin that separated us from God has been torn 
down.

S.O.A.P. is designed to be used with a journal along with your regular 
Bible reading, using the process as you read each day. It can also be an 
effective tool to help you connect with particular passages. 
Things You’ ll Need: 

·  Bible 
·  paper or journal 
·  pen 

Sc ripture 
First, have a reading plan. Read the scripture passage for that day, and 
then reread if necessary to understand. As you read, underline the 
words, phrases or verses that stand out or catch your attention. 

Observation 
Second, journal what strikes you about these words, phrases, and 
verses. How is God speaking to you through them? What insights or 
observation have you gained? 

Applic ation 
Third, apply the scripture and observation into your personal life. If we 
live out the Word of God in our lives, our lives will be transformed. 
How does this scripture apply to you and your situation? Write some 
action points on how you intend to apply this to your life. 

Prayer  
Finally, write a prayer based on your reading, observation and 
application. Ask God to help you live out what you have learned.
