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A Season of Changes

Well, I now have a word of advice for any fellow pastors thinking about interim ministry -- "If you 
don©t like change, don©t do it!"  There is a tremendous amount of change going on at English Lutheran 
Church right now, enough to stretch even people who thrive on change.  The staff have come to 
realize that for now, "Change is the new normal."  And they know it will be for quite awhile to come. 

 

Some of the changes are because we are changing pastors; some are because old things are dying away and new things are springing 
up in their place; some are because of economic factors, whether the downturn of the economy, or the loss of good givers to transfer 
or death; and some changes are because of new developments or situations.  So, what©s the news? 
 

First, we decided to eliminate the coffee hospitality position as a paid position, and we are seeking volunteers to take on the ministry 
of hospitality on Sunday mornings instead.  I want to thank Ty Christopherson and Jordan Bloomstrand for the wonderful job that 
they did, setting up, serving people graciously, and sticking around faithfully to do the cleanup after everyone else had gone home.  
Thanks, guys!  We appreciate your service.  Melissa Bisila has agreed to help coordinate volunteers for this task.  Thank you, 
Melissa! 
 

Recently, it was also decided to eliminate the paid position of children©s choir director, and the accompanist position that went along 
with it.  I want to express thanks to Deb Kopp for her work with the children in music, and to Lisa Griffin for assisting her as needed.  
Thank you for getting our children singing and sharing that with us in worship from time to time!  Your service has been a wonderful 
gift to us. 
 

And now, it has been mutually agreed with Pam Pazdernik that she will have the summer off (from May 29 through Rally Day) from 
nursery responsibilities, allowing us to cut some cost and to try staffing the nursery on a volunteer basis this summer before 
reassessing our needs and finances and deciding about what course we will take in the fall.  Trina Groen will be working on 
developing a core group of parents and volunteers to staff the 10:00 service this summer.  Thank you, Trina!  And thank you, Pam, 
for your solid commitment to be there for our kids and parents, Sunday after Sunday without fail.  We appreciate your ministry here! 
 

The greatest change in staff, of course, is the elimination of the associate pastor position.  But at least this change comes at the most 
opportune time possible, when Pastor John needs time off to go to China, and his work in confirmation is done for the season.  And 
normally, an associate might resign anyway, with a new senior pastor coming in, as then the new pastor has time to settle in, assess 
things, and help determine future staffing.  Thank you, John, for your ministry among us and with us this year.  It©s been good to 
have you here! 
 

And soon, of course, I anticipate that I will be leaving, too, and I am preparing to leave things for a new pastor to pick up and work 
with.  The Call Committee is looking forward to two interviews this week, and perhaps our new pastor will be one of those!  If so, 
the change will come within weeks. 
 

Things are changing in worship, too.  On June 5, we begin our new summer schedule, with two worship services.  Encounter will be 
set aside for the summer.  I want to thank Jordan Bloomstrand for his faithful work in preparing and running Power Point for 
Encounter.  Jordan will be heading off to college in the fall, and we will miss him!  Thanks also to Bridget Onan for her work in 
inspiring and helping launch the Encounter experience.  Pastor John has been helping line up volunteers to run the Power Point 
program for 9:15 services, and that coordination will now be taken up by Michelle Westberg.  Thank you, Michelle!  SpiritSong 
singers will have the summer off, as those who lead worship for Celebrate Recovery are willing to take up leading the 10:00 service 
for the summer.  Thank you SpiritSong, for your faithful service!  Enjoy your break.  And thank you to the CR worship group for 
stepping in to lead us!  Thanks, too, to Jim Hines for his faithful service in coordinating volunteers for the 8:00 service for a long 
time.  Jim will be stepping down from this responsibility in July, so we are seeking a new volunteer to take it up. 
 

Thanks to all the quilters who took up the loving task of preparing quilts to bless our graduates on their way!  Thanks especially to 
Kelly Church and Angela Bohnert for taking leadership in this.  We thank the quilters of W/ELCA who have carried this wonderful 
tradition for so long and made it so meaningful for both parents and teens, that nobody wants to lose this tradition!  The annual 
kitchen clean up day is also now a shared responsibility, as many groups are using the kitchen facilities these days.  If your group 
does, please send a helper or two on June 1 for spring cleaning.  Thank you! 
 

There are other changes coming, as well.  But look for those in other times and on other pages.  Keep your eyes and ears open for 
how you can support and participate in what God is doing here.  Volunteer help is needed more than ever when times are difficult 
financially.  If you can increase your financial giving, please consider that.  If you are stretched financially, perhaps you can give 
yourself in time and service.  Thank you and God bless each one of you who takes a part in being the Body of Christ together in this 
place through all the changes!

It is almost a congregation within a 
congregation.  To see confirmation age youth wanting to 
attend and to be part of their small groups is something 
for which we can give thanks to God.  Also, encouraging, 
was the time I spent with this year’s 5th graders for their 
Holy Communion preparation.  Fourteen participated in 
this class.  They were fun.  They were sharp.  They were 
energetic.  Dean Mewes assisted me each week.           

John and Amber Kaeder also lent their support.  Within 
the ELCA there are many churches that are missing the 
voices of youth.  We are blessed.  We have many. My 
hope is that you will continue to be a youth friendly 
church that supports the work being done by staff and 
volunteers to fan the fire of faith in them. 
 

 As many of you know, I will spend this coming June 
and July helping China Service Ventures with its youth 
camp ministry in Henan, China.  My recent trip to China 
has only helped to confirm in my heart that God has a 
calling for me to assist CSV in its work with Henan’s 
rural poor youth.  How this will all work out, only God 
knows.  But I do believe God’s hand is in it.  I have no 
doubt that God is looking at the needs here at English 
Lutheran Church and the needs there in China and that his 
good plans will prevail.  Thank you, again, for the 
opportunity you gave me to serve you and be part of 
Christ’s Body here with you.

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
 

Greetings to you in the name of Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord! 
 

As we gather in Christ’s name for the spring 2011 synod assemblies, we have much to celebrate. God continues to bring 
the new creation in Christ to our life together in the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA). We can be 
confident that our hands are doing God’s work in our communities locally and globally. 
 

Working together. We are a church known for rolling up its sleeves and solving problems, for being a catalyst, convener 
and bridge builder. Recently, as I boarded a plane in Los Angeles, a woman pointed to my clerical collar and asked, 
“What church?”  when I told her, she startled everyone by bursting out, “We LOVE Lutherans! I work for FEMA and we 
know that you’ re the ones who are there until the work is done.”  
 

Why do we do this work? What compels us as the ELCA to raise money for those affected by the Pacific earthquake and 
tsunami or to plant new congregations in Seattle and Philadelphia? Its not to call attention to ourselves, but to be about 
God’s healing of a broken world. We act not out of obligation, fear or guilt but out of gratitude for all we have been 
given. 
 

Even in the midst of change, the ELCA is the church it has always been, one that is being renewed daily in the freedom 
that comes from Jesus Christ alone. The liberating power of the gospel releases us from our human limitations so that 
we may reach out in love to our neighbor. Thanks be to God! We are freed in Christ to serve.  
 

“Freed in Christ to Serve,”  the theme of my message to the 2011 synod assemblies, expresses the very heart of our faith. 
Freedom is God’s gift that has been flowing to us and through us since the day of Christ’s death and resurrection. 
Through word and sacrament, freedom flows to the center of our being, transforming our very life and making us into 
servant vessels of the Spirit’ s liberating work. 
 

As the living water of the gospel flows into your synod and congregations, it flows out through your serving as everyday 
evangelists. When the Spirit’ s liberating power flows through our church body, we serve the gospel as we plant new 
congregations and accompany our partner Lutheran ministries throughout the world. 
 

Our work is on a scale and scope that would be inconceivable as individual congregations or synods. The stories in the 
video shown at your assembly capture the spirit of a church that is freed in Christ to serve. 
 
·  When an Arizona congregation left the ELCA after the 2009 assembly decision around sexuality, nearly 100 

families kept their commitment to this church by starting a new congregation. Members at New Journey Lutheran 
Church are energized by their relationship to the ELCA where they each find a home and a sense of vocation.  

·  Sunday services at Calvary Lutheran Church in North Dakota are standing room only. It’ s a nice challenge to face in 
this rural-based community. Congregational members know that their ability to share the gospel is rooted in a 
communal decision-making process. 

·  In the aftermath of the 2010 earthquake, the ELCA accompanies partners like the Evangelical Lutheran Church of 
Haiti. They have clearly said, “We will not be defined by rubble, but by restoration.”  Together, we will continue to 
do this relief and redevelopment for as long as it takes. 

 
As you gather for your assembly, I extend my gratitude for the creative and imaginative ministry of service flowing 
through this church-through each of you, our more than 10,000 congregations, our 65 synods and our church wide 
ministries. Together we share our commitment to do God’s work with our hands throughout the world.

Meetings of 2011. 
 

January 25, 2011 
·  The council decided to present two budgets to the 

congregation at the annual meeting, giving a 
"maintenance budget" based on 2010 actual giving 
and estimated giving for 2011, which requires  cutting 
back in many areas, and also a "ministry growth 
budget" based on 2010 budget and aimed at 
continuing programs and staffing as they have been, 
and providing for requests of some additional funds 
from ministry teams. 

 

·  It was moved, seconded, and carried (MSC) to hire a 
helper to clean the Youth House twice a month, on a 
temporary basis. 

 

February 8, 2011 
·  The regularly scheduled meeting of the council was 

changed from the second to the third Tuesday of the 
month at 6:30 p.m. 

 

·  The following officers were elected: Col. Kip Gore, 
President; Dale Bohnert, Vice President; Angie 
Raebel, Secretary; Gale Gaard, Treasurer. 

 

·  Purpose Champions were appointed as follows: 
Evangelism, Dale Bohnert; Fellowship, Sean DuRen; 
Worship and Music, Kris Cain; Discipleship, Trina 
Groen; Ministry, Lisa Mueller.  Burt Larson was 
assigned to serve with the Personnel Committee; Sean 
DuRen will continue with the Property Committee; 
Dale Bohnert will relate to the Finance Committee, 
along with Treasurer Gale Gaard. 

 

·  MSC to discontinue payment of paid positions unless 
they are authorized by Council and included in an 
approved budget.  Any new staff positions should be 
approved by Personnel first and then brought to 
Council for approval. 

 

February 22, 2011 - Special Council meeting with Call 
Committee and Ministry Site Profile Task Force 
·  The Ministry Site Profile which the Task Force has 

prepared for use in the call process was amended and 
approved.  This document describes the life and 
context of English Lutheran Church, as well as our 
vision for ministry in the future, and is intended to be 
the basis for discussion and dialogue with potential 
pastoral candidates.   A copy is available in the 
church office for members to look at. 

 

March 15, 2011 
·  Council and the Personnel Committee spent some 

time looking at possible future staffing models, 
largely to help in conversations with pastoral 
candidates about how things might take shape as far 
as personnel in the future, whether we will continue 

with an associate pastor or other ministry 
professionals, and looking to long-term transition and 
development with staff that are nearing retirement. 

 
·  MSC to accept the proposal from Worship and Music 

Team that we move to a summer worship schedule of 
two services for 2011, at 8:30 and 10:00, beginning 
June 5, and continuing through September 4. 

 

March 29, 2011 - Special Council Meeting with 
Finance  
·  Committee Council and Finance members divided 

into three groups to look at three different areas of our 
financial health:  income analysis (what has happened 
in our income and why); expense analysis (are there 
areas where we can be more cost-effective); and 
income opportunities (are there things we can do to 
create additional income). 

 

·  MSC that we shall require two signatures/persons for 
each payment transaction, one for invoice or order, 
and another for voucher or payment. 

 

·  MSC to eliminate the Hospitality Host position as a 
paid position, effective immediately.  Volunteers will 
be sought to cover this service. 

 

·  MSC to apply for refinancing of our loan to take 
advantage of the lower interest rates currently 
available.  The same term of 18 years and 2 months 
will be kept, but the rate will go to 5.625 percent, 
saving $217 per month once the fees are covered. 

 

Apr il 19, 2011 
·  President Kip Gore reported that the Call Committee 

has two interviews scheduled near the end of May.  A 
new job description based on that of both the Senior 
Pastor and the Associate Pastor will be proposed by 
our interim pastors to use for interview purposes with 
the pastoral candidates, as the associate position will 
no longer be functioning. 

 

·  MSC that the Associate Pastor position be terminated 
as of May 31, 2011.  Pastor John had requested leave 
for June and July when he accepted the call as Interim 
Associate, knowing that he would be volunteering in 
China this summer.  Working through May will allow 
him to finish Credo interviews with the confirmands, 
and prepare the basics for the fall confirmation 
program before he leaves.
