Pastors Brad and Dawn Lindberg live in Sullivan, Wisconsin, a little town located between Madison and Milwaukee.
The have been married five years, and have a 2 ¥z year old son, named Andrew.

Pastor Brad Lindberg grew up in Forrest Lake, Minnesota; and as an interesting little side note, when he was in fifth
grade, Pastor Harlen Menk was Associate Pastor at his church in Forrest Lake.

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2011 Post-Assembly Message

From Bishop Pederson

The 2011 Churchwide Assembly of the Evangelical Lutheran Churchin Americamet in
Orlando, Florida, August 15-19, under the theme, "Freed in Christ to Serve," based upon
Galatians 5:1. One thousand twenty-five voting members from all 65 synods of the ELCA,
including 22 from the Northwest Synod of Wisconsin, worshiped, engaged in Bible study,
considered resolutions and memorials, elected persons to churchwide positions, and sought to
support the mission of the ELCA as the highest legislative body of this denomination.

The following highlights key happenings and decisions of the churchwide assembly (CWA):

- Worship was at the heart of the CWA gathering. The richness of our worship heritage and the variety of music and liturgy that
faithfully surrounds Word and Sacrament are abundantly evident and always inspiring. Worship was held mid-day, centering
worship within the plenary sessions and steeping the voting members in prayer, Word, bread, and wine.

- Approved the ELCA Malaria Campaign by a vote of 968 to 19. The NWSW!I has been a pilot synod in the effort to eradicate
malaria, and the action of the Assembly formalizes a campaign that seeks to raise $15 million by 2015 and partner with global
companion churchesin Africain eradication efforts. Ten percent of the goal has already been given/committed.

- Adopted the social statement Genetics, Faith and Responsibility by a vote of 942 to 34. In respectful and thoughtful debate, the
complexities and nuances of the language and concepts of the social statement were carefully considered and debated. The adopted
social statement and implementing resol utions can be found at www.elca.org.

- Acted upon the Living into the Future Together (LIFT) recommendations from the LIFT task force and ELCA Church Council
after considering and debating many amendments. LIFT is part of a process that reimagines how our church is structured for the sake
of God's mission in the world. Actionson LIFT can be found at www.elca.org, and | encourage you to read it in its entirety because
of the vast implications for al expressions of the church. LIFT recognizes the centrality of congregations as communities for
evangelical mission and the work of synods and church wide to support and resource congregations. LIFT also challenges every
congregations of the EL CA to develop mission plans that define and set goals to reach out in their ministry context and to fully
engage their neighborhoods in witness and service. Our synod has already done, is doing, and will continue to do, significant work in
this direction. While there is much yet to be determined in the LIFT recommendations, | am very encouraged by the tone and
direction that LIFT sets for the whole church as we seek to be the transformative presence of Christ in revitalized church.

- Approved holding Church wide Assemblies triennially. Following the 2013 CWA, future assemblies will be held every three
years. Because of this change, related constitution provisions and polity of the church were revised.

- Approved aresolution on Bullying, Harassment, and Related Violence by avote of 923 to 23. Thirty-six synods sent memorials,
requests for action, to the CWA on bullying and violence for deliberation.

- Heard greetings from the Rev. Martin Junge, General Secretary, L utheran World Federation; Dr. Sayyid Syeed, secretary general,
Islamic Society of North America; the Rev. Gradye Parsons, stated clerk, Presbyterian Church USA; Bishop George Walker Sr.,
presiding bishop of the African Methodist Episcopal Zion Church; and numerous ecumenical leaders and guests.

- Considered and voted upon 97 memorials forwarded to the CWA from synod assemblies. All legislative actions of the assembly
can be found at www.€elca.org.

- Participated in three small group Bible studies and a mission event that highlighted the breadth and depth of the missional reach
of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America around the world.

- Heard areport from ELCA Secretary David Swartling about disaffiliations since the 2009 CWA. The ELCA lost five percent of
its congregations; approximately 10,000 congregations remain. An analysis of mission support and assets was shared, noting that
since 2008 the economic downturn and mission support withholding have meant reductionsin ELCA ministry and mission, but that
the financial and people resources of this church are till extraordinarily vast. The CWA approved a 2012 budget of $61,792,900 and
ELCA World Hunger proposal of $18,500,000; and a 2013 budget of $61,939,400 and ELCA World Hunger proposal of
$18,500,000. These numbers reflect an amazing capacity for mission!

My personal thanks to the 22 voting members from the Northwest Synod of Wisconsin, who served their church, our church, for an
entire week. The days were long and the prayerful discernment for decision-making was deep, and | appreciate their commitment to
be part of the legidative process of the ELCA. Many of these voting members are ready and eager to share their experience of the
church wide assembly with your congregation.

Minutes from the special meeting of the congregation were
looked over while they are still fresh, but will be for the
congregation to approve at its next meeting.

It was noted that October 8 has been set as a day for the
"wholelife" and "whole congregation” stewardship
workshop, to help us as a congregation to grow in our
giving and other aspects of managing our lives and
resources under God. 9-12 will be workshop time, with
presentations by Todd Iverson, including a module on
planned/legacy giving. Lunch will be potluck at
