Elderly people are respected for their
wisdom and experience, and this holiday (yes, it's anational holiday, so there's no mail service) is usually celebrated on
asmall scale within the family, with kids, grandkids, and great-grandkids coming together to honor the more mature
members of their families. Often, the traditional Japanese foods are served for mealsinstead of relying on the more
recent additions of fast foods and more highly processed foods.

At church yesterday, all the members of the congregation who are 75 years or older were recognized and given a
small gift at the end of the service. Interestingly, | was shocked to learn that some of the women who were honored were
75 or older — not just because they have a good hair coloring jobs, but because they are so healthy and active!

Onething | appreciate about Japan is how every day is sort of “Respect for the Aged” Day. Thisis evidenced by the
polite language used to address older people, and how so often students or young adults will give up their seats on the
bus for folks who are alittle older. It is heartening to see this, despite the ever changing society that seems to be drifting
fromitstraditional values.
