 On Sunday, October 30, we celebrate the Reformation in worship, that movement in the church where Martin 
Luther and other leaders stood up and said, “Things have got to change!”   In many ways it is a very Biblical concept to 
change, it seems God is transforming people all over the place.  Not to mention God has a way of doing things in a 
different, unexpected (dare we say “non-traditional”?) way.   
 Yet at the same time, how much does change fly against our human nature?  We joke about sitting in the same 
pew every week at church, but did you notice you tend to take the same route to work every day?  We tend to order the 
same one or two things at a particular restaurant.  We watch the same television shows.  We really don’ t like to change, 
yet God wants us to change… God wants to change us.  As Paul says it to the Corinthians, God is transforming us into 
the Lord’s image. 
 How is God transforming you?  Is one of those areas that God is working on, your generosity?  This would be the 
perfect time of year to reform that part of our lives.  We will gather together at the end of this month to say, “Thanks 
(for) giving!”   Yet, how much are you giving all throughout the year?  Many of you give back to God through the use of 
your talents and your time.  It’ s easier  to point towards our giving patterns financially because that’s simpler to track.  
However, if you examine your life how much of your time and energy are you giving to work verses giving to your 
family as a parent?  How much time do you spend mindlessly staring at the TV or Facebook?  How much time do you 
spend helping out at places like the food shelf or serving on a congregational committee that fits your passion?  How 
much time do you spend in Bible study and/or prayer?  When you log on to your Google calendar where is God time, 
family time, church time, social time scheduled?  What takes 
up most of your time blocks? 
 I suspect many of you are actually giving quite a bit 
with your time, talent, and treasure.  Depending on which 
study you read, it seems that the average Lutheran gives 
between 1.5 – 3.0 percent of their income.  Considering that 
somebody earning at the poverty line in the United States is 
among the world’s richest 5 percent, that means if you’re an 
average giver you’ re giving quite a bit of money.  Yet, the 
Bible encourages us to give 10 percent.  If you’ re not giving 
10 percent might you consider making it a goal to work 
towards that in the next couple of years? 
 This stretch coming up between Thanksgiving and 
Christmas is generally when we are most generous in our 
culture.  So, in advance let me say, THANKS for GIVING!  
Let me also challenge you by asking, how might you use that 
time to reform your life so that this generosity might become 
a habit allowing God to continue to work to transform you 
more and more into the Lord’s image?

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7th Annual Garage No Sale 
 
The  7th annual  English Lutheran Church No Sale was 
held October 1.  It was a success because much was 
donated and many people got necessary things they 
needed. We again gave away winter coats and jackets, 
mittens, scarves, boots, and warm blankets.  A social 
services worker told me that many people look forward to 
this sale every year. 
 For some reason, the sign-up clipboards were not 
passed around in the pews during services. They were 
sitting in the back for people to sign up there, which has 
not been as effective. As a result, two people signed up. 
In the past we have had 40 to 60 volunteers including 
people who donate bars. 
 An emergency all-church email was sent out 
begging people to donate their time, and just enough 
showed up to help.  The sale was handled efficiently with 
the people who volunteered and they did a good job.  
After the sale, there was no clean-up crew. Since we had 
more donations than ever, there was more to pack and 
haul to another location. With many volunteers, the clean-
up is usually finished in an hour and no one person is over
- burdened.  This year the daunting task fell to five 
women who sorted, packed, carried boxes, vacuumed, 
mopped the floor, folded up the tables and put them away, 
and hauled load after load to the donation site. One 
woman went home and got a trailer to use to save some 
trips. Two men did help part of the time. Thanks to Bill 
Moquin and Joel Schulze. 
 The volunteers were left wondering if there is 
genuine support for the sale. We were also wondering if it 
serves the original purpose – getting warm winter clothes 
and blankets to those who need them. Many of the 
donations from the church and the community were 
hardly necessities. Social services is having a meeting to 
determine if the sale is truly helpful. The Community 
Missions team will discuss if the sale serves a good 
purpose and should continue.  Also to be discussed is the 
type of donations accepted and if it should be limited to 
warm clothing and blankets and necessities. If there is a 
sale next year, there will have to be committed volunteers 
who sign up ahead of time and support the sale with their 
time. 
 Thanks to all of you who donated, placed your 
donations on the tables, and helped in any way. I’m 
hopeful that many people received what they needed for 

the winter and left 
English Lutheran Church 
with a feeling of peace 
and gratefulness.

Annual Meeting Recap:  Luther Point held its annual meeting 
on Saturday, October 15, 2011, at the Gary Loktu Center at 
Luther Point.  About 45 delegates were present to represent the 
congregations of the Camp Association.  Rev. Mark Woeltge, 
First Lutheran, Taylors Falls, Minnesota, chaired the meeting as 
President of the Luther Point Board of Directors.  Multiple 
reports were given.  Of greatest concern was the topic of 
declining camper participation (past four to five years) and a 
decrease in retreat groups during 2011.  It was noted that 
congregations and camp are inter-connected and share many of 
the same joys and challenges. Camp was created because you, 
the Associate Congregations, felt a need. That need still exists. 
Camp helps strengthen youth and families of the congregation 
in ways the congregation cannot. When these revitalized youth 
and families return to the congregation, the congregation is also 
revitalized. Please use your camp so that your congregation can 
be stronger. The camp staff is starting some initiatives designed 
to improve promotion of the retreat opportunities and summer 
camp. Your help is needed. If participation continues it 
downward decline, the camp may have to do some major 
restructuring and it will be more difficult to fulfill the needs of 
your congregations. 
  
The Memorial and Honor Program was introduced.  The camp 
is excited about what this program could potentially do for the 
overall ministry. It is a volunteer based program with 
intentional efforts being given to generating greater 
participation and added revenue sources through memorial and 
honor gifts.  A pilot group of about 15 churches have a Chair 
and a co-Chair. This leadership group will be training and 
creating giving opportunities. These opportunities will include 
on-line gifting as well as racks placed in churches and various 
businesses.

Prayer  
Finally, write a prayer based on your reading, observation and 
application.
