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 But Mary treasured all these words and pondered

 I have met very few people who thoroughly enjoy 
waiting. For some it feels like a complete waste of time. 
For others waiting produces anxiety as anticipation of what 
is to come grows. For some waiting is demeaning because 
they deserve immediate attention. Waiting can certainly 
teach patience, heighten excitement, or even bring a 
promise of relief, but that doesn’ t mean we like it. 
 Waiting certainly is not high on the priority list 
around our house. By the look on her face on Halloween 
night, the waiting around for trick-or-treaters appeared to 
be pure torture for Pastor Dawn. We have a three year old 
as well and as many of you know waiting is quite possibly 
physically impossible. I put up a good front in the face of 
waiting, but truth be told I’m not all so good at it either. 
(Do I REALLY have to wait until the end of April to meet 
my new favorite baby?) 
 

Our life of faith has a way of calling us to wait.  
  `But those who wait upon God get fresh strength. They 

spread their wings and soar like eagles, They run and 
don't get tired, they walk and don't lag behind.  ~Isaiah 
40:31 (The Message) 

  `On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave 
them this command: "Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait 
for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard 
me speak about. ~Acts 1:4 (NIV) 

  `"Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day 
or the hour.”  ~Matthew 25:13 (NIV) 

    `But if we hope for what we do not yet have, we wait for

 About the time you receive this newsletter there will 
be radio stations playing Christmas music 24/7. Then you’ ll 
arrive at worship on Sunday morning and you’ ll be told to 
wait.  Wait for the return/coming of Christ. Wait to sing 
Christmas carols. We begin the month celebrating a season 
we call Advent, which comes from the Latin adventus that 
means “coming.”   So we wait, wait for December 25, when 
we begin to celebrate 12 days of Christmas. 
 We wait, not because we want to but because we 
have to. However, note that in the Bible waiting is not a 
passive thing but an active time of preparation. We wait by 
preparing our hearts through prayer, devotions, and 
worship. We wait by serving our neighbors in need. We 
wait … perhaps the old saying really is true that “Good 
things come to those who wait,”  after all we are waiting for 
the coming of Emmanuel, God with us. I think perhaps 
that’s worth waiting for.

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Most of us will be in worship on Christmas Eve. We 
will listen to Luke 2, the nativity account beloved by 
most, and we will envision a manger scene with animals 
and angels and three gift-bearing kings. Our tradition 
creates a glow around this scene — star light illuminating 
the baby Jesus surrounded by the adoration of various 
players in a holy drama. 

Our tradition has made it somewhat crowded around the 
manger. Our tradition tends to favor a cattle feeder in a 
wooden shed, not the possibility of a cave commonly 
used as animal pens. Never mind that the angels left after 
announcing the birth; never mind that no animals are 
mentioned in the story; never mind that gift-bearing men 
are not identified as three 
or kings or that they 
wouldn’ t make an 
appearance until much, 
much later. Yet, we 
crowd all of these details 
and characters into a 
sentimental image we 
hold about the birth of 
Jesus. 

Confession: I am not that 
sentimental. I am 
perfectly content to 
remove the animals and 
angels and three kings, 
and all the other unattested, pietistic additions to the scene 
of the manger, so that there can be room for you and me! 

You see, it’ s very comforting to crowd this Christmas 
scene with all kinds of pretty images that make us feel 
good. But the danger is that we fill that scene so full that 
we don’ t really have to get ourselves into the picture. I 
want you to get in there!  

The traditional image might be cherished and lovely, but 
the sentimental image is not necessarily what we need, 
even though it may be what we like. The child is what we 
need, and it may be that many of us who celebrate the 
birth of Jesus need to unclutter our picture of the manger 
a bit, so that the Christ who came to save us can actually 
get close to us; close enough to allow the newborn Jesus 
to unsettle our lives. 

For Jesus has a habit of embracing the lost, the least, and 
the last, and calls us to do the same. 

For Jesus completely claims us as his own, and invites 
faith and commitment completely in him. 

For Jesus reveals God’s 
grace in his self-giving, and 
bids us to share this same 
unmerited love with all, even 
the most undesirable or 
difficult to love. 

There is no guarantee that 
this child is going to bring 
you the warm fuzzies many 
of us look for when we hear 
the Christmas story, light the 
candles, and sing of a silent 
night. But this child will 
bring you a sense of God’s 

nearness, a promise of love that will never end, and 
meaning for your life that sustains through thick and thin. 
Note that the story itself doesn’ t do that. The child does. 
A story crowded with pietistic, sentimental notions will 
not do this. The Christ who calls you unto himself does. 

Merry Uncrowded Christmas!

While They Were Sleeping 
It was an evening like any other. Ordinary men were doing an ordinary job. Shepherds were 
“keeping watch over their flock by night”  (Luke 2:8). Was it chilly? Were they tired? When angels 
appeared with news of a Savior, had the shepherds been talking about their troubles or sharing a 
good joke?  
 
How quickly, how mysteriously, how unexpectedly an ordinary night became the turning point of 
human history. How remarkable that God chose to set his great rescue plan in motion when only a 
young couple was paying attention and only a few shepherds were awake.  
 

God’s work is sometimes so secret we may wonder if he’s there or if he cares. The Christmas story tells us that God 
works out breathtaking plans for our lives in the dark, often while we’ re sleeping or going about our ordinary routines.

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Home Care Guidance for Influenza-Like Illness 
 
Follow these Home Care Recommendations: 
·  Keep away from others as much as possible. This is to keep from making others sick. 
·  Stay home for at least 21 hours after your fever (>100) is gone except to get medical care or other necessities.    

(Your fever should be gone without the use of fever-reducing medicine.) 
·  Drink plenty of clear fluids (such as water, broth, sports drinks, electrolyte beverages for infants) to keep from being 

dehydrated. 
·  Wash dishes with hot soapy water or use a dishwasher. 
·  Wash your hands after touching used tissues. Throw away tissues and other disposable items used by the sick person 

in the trash.  
·  Have everyone in the household (including visitors) wash their hands often with soap and water, especially after 

coughing or sneezing. Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also effective. 
·  Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth. Germs spread this way. 
 
Seek Emergency Care 
If you experience any of the following: 
·  Fast/troubled breathing or shortness of breath 
·  Pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen 
·  Sudden dizziness 
·  Confusion 
·  Severe or persistent vomiting 
·  Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with a fever or worse cough 

Symptoms: Cold Flu 
Fever Rare Characteristic, high (102-104 F); lasts 

3-4 days 

Headache Rare Prominent 

General Aches, Pains Slight Usual; often severe 

Fatigue, Weakness Quite Mild Can last up to 2-3 weeks 

Extreme Exhaustion Never Early and prominent 

Stuffy Nose Common Sometimes 

Sneezing Usual Sometimes 

Sore Throat Common Sometimes

 Our nine-year-old, Emilie, came home from school today with quite an amazing story of 
witness. I would like to share it with you, paraphrasing as accurately as possible what she told 
me. She said that it started with a conversation about Christmas. She was chatting with a couple 
of friends and she said, “Well, you KNOW it’s not all about presents and Santa Claus, right?”  
Her friends looked at her with astonishment, and asked in their local dialect, “Eh? No way! Well 
then, what is it?”   
 At this point, she invited one other classmate into the conversation – a little boy who 
(Emilie knew) attends the Catholic church in town. She and this little boy proceeded to tell the 
story of Jesus’  birth and how He was a gift from God, which is why we exchange presents at 
Christmas time – to remember the greatest gift of love from God. The two of them then went on 
to tell the kids (I believe there were three other kids ‘ in’  on this conversation) about how, first of 
all, there aren’ t various “ levels”  of hell (I asked about this – apparently, kids believe very 
fervently that there are various “ levels”  of hell, perhaps influenced by anime and/or video 
games?) and also how the gate to heaven is narrow but that all people are invited (yes, these were 
Emilie’s words). Emilie said that she and this other little boy tried to explain that God is so big 
that He holds the world in His hand and that He loved humans so much even though we do bad 
things that He sent Jesus to earth to help us, and that Jesus died but he rose from the dead, and 
that’s why we can go to heaven.  
 I asked her how the kids she was talking to responded, and she said that they were surprised, quiet, and listening hard, since 
they had never heard of Jesus or the real Christmas story or any of that stuff about getting in to heaven by loving God. Besides the 
fact that they couldn’ t get over the fact that there weren’ t multiple ‘depths’  or ‘ levels’  of hell, she said they just seemed to take it all 
in. I asked if it was hard, and she said it wasn’ t, since all the kids were her age. She said, “ If they had been ADULTS, then it 
would’ve been WEIRD!”  Later, after school, the girl Emilie walks home with apparently asked her a lot of questions about the 
Christian faith and what Emilie believes. I’m sure that as informative as it was for this other little girl, it was probably a powerful 
experience for Emilie to be asked to affirm what she believes to a friend. I don’ t believe I was ever asked such questions when I was 
her age.  
 Emilie and this other little boy are the only two Christians in their class. I imagine it was quite something for them to tell 
these stories to kids who had never even heard the name of Jesus before. It was one of those moments where I thought, “God can get 
the message out, even if it needs to be through the words of a couple of 4th grade kids.”  Now I am wondering, as I write this 
newsletter, if you have any fun or interesting or amazing ‘kids testimony’  stories to share. I would love to hear them!
